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At the 2008 year end we can report 7 Greenspring 
sales and 9 Kingswood sales. This is consistent with 
previous years for volume. But sale prices are down 15 
to 19 percent from the highs seen in 2005-06. Obvi-
ously not a good time to sell, but if you have family or 
friends looking at purchasing, let them know that the 
bottom is here and with interest rates at a tad over 5% 
for 30 yrs, investing now should prove to be a wise 
move.  For the first time in decades Mount Snow has 
invested millions of dollars two years in a row, our pre-
diction: Mount Snow is poised to become the hottest ski 
area in the east!

The North Branch Fire District, a.k.a. the sewer depart-
ment, has changed criteria for its sewer fees. Instead of 
counting the number of bedrooms per home, the in-
spector now counts “sleeping spaces”.  Homes are in-
spected prior to closing, so this fee is a consideration if 
you are selling.  A bedroom is a 2 person space.  Dens, 
lofts, libraries and family rooms are a one person 
space.  Adding extra sleeping spaces i.e. two sets of 
bunk beds, extra day beds, or trundles are considered 
extra sleeping spaces.  The current rate is $740 for 
each additional sleeping space.  Although those extra 
bunk beds can often help sell your town home, be pre-
pared to pay the fee for them at the closing table.  In-
spections usually occur a week or two prior to the clos-
ing date.  When you are ready to sell, give us a call to 
help you decide what set up would work best for you.
